5. Discounts 

5.1.  Discount of 5% if College fees is paid in full for the whole year in advance. 

5.2. 2 or more Students in the College – R 600 discount per month or R 6 600 per year. 

5.3. College Fees are payable from January till November. (11 MONTHS ONLY) 
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6. SPS Late Collection Penalty
